Key features of the MOU include the following commitments in relation to the watershed that provides the City’s water supply.

The BLM will: 

· Give the City the opportunity for meaningful involvement in resource management plans, special project plans and activity level plans.

· Provide information on land usage and observed conditions. 

The City will: 

· Implement stewardship practices in the watershed.

· Give the BLM the opportunity to comment on proposed actions considered by the City. 

· Require all those doing work for or permitted by the City to meet all appropriate BLM requirements. 

Both will: 

· Cooperate in permitting and land-use decision-making. 

· Contribute to conducting a comprehensive watershed assessment.
